Occupation/employment, homelessness, diabetes melli-
tus and use of alcohol are collected by the majority of
countries, but without standardised definitions.
Conclusions: Four social determinants/risk factors are al-
ready included in the national TB surveillance systems of
the majority of countries and could be incorporated in
the annual reporting to the Joint ECDC/WHO Reporting
Platform.
